SUMMARY:

As a transparent and member-led network, every six months the Scotland Malawi Partnership (SMP) publishes a report on its activities and impact. This report complements our
official Annual Report and the formal reporting to the Scottish Government as part of the SMP’s core funding. This report aims to keep members briefed and engaged on the work of
the Partnership through the year and our progress against the activities, outputs, outcomes and impact in our 2017-20 Strategic Plan.

A key part of our approach in this strategic period is finding new and innovative way of engaging those not able to attend our meetings, forums, training and events in person: looking
at how we make our work scaleable and sustainable, how we reach beyond those in the room, and ensure continued legacy long after events end. This has included greater use of
online systems and remote input, as well as regularly publishing short inspiring videos sharing what we have done and the tone of our work. These videos offer a valuable
narrative/case study. We particularly recommend from this period our videos on:

- Our AGM

- Our Health Forum

- Our Eurther and Higher Education Forum

- Our Schools Forum

- Our ‘Partnership is' campaign

- And Vera’s arrival at the AGM

Through this period we have seen ever increasing support for the narrative of dignified partnership advanced by the SMP.

We were overwhelmed with support from MSPs while hosting our exhibition in the Scottish Parliament, with almost 100 MSPs, including all the party leaders, recording personal video
messages of support for the SDGs and our work.

The Westminster Hall debate in September was another key moment in this period, with passionate speeches from each of the Scottish political parties in Westminster. The UK
Minister of State for Africa was very affected by this debate, noting his deep admiration for the Scotland Malawi Partnership and putting on record that DFID is keen to emulate the
SMP’s model. He said:

“...I pay tribute to the Scotland Malawi Partnership—genuinely one of the most unique, remarkable, interesting and human interweavings of two nations anywhere in the world.”

“There are three things from which we can learn. The first is ... the civic multiplier—the way in which the Scotland Malawi Partnership, with a relatively modest amount of money, can
draw on all the institutions to create a much richer partnership and be more than the sum of its parts. The second element, which has come through time and again in today’s
speeches, is mutual respect. Everyone who spoke talked a great deal about equality and about how we can learn as much from Malawi as it can learn from us. Finally, there is the
genius of co-ordination and connections. Since 2005 the work of the Scotland Malawi Partnership has been not to create the connections, but to find them and mine them—to draw
them out of the soil and reveal to us that thick web of connections between two nations, essentially putting Malawians on the board. That is a very important part of the work of the
Scotland Malawi Partnership”

“...What is so striking about the Scotland Malawi Partnership is that it has found ways of engaging a whole human population. Britain could do that in Malawi or in Tanzania, Uganda or
Nigeria. It is a very exciting way of thinking about how to do development in the 21st century. The fact that so many right hon. and hon. Members are here championing international
development shows how these human connections give us the legitimacy and centre to make progress...”

The 2017 SMP AGM was themed around “understanding partnership”, with 200+ members engaged in a range of activities around the
Partnership Principles.

At the AGM, we launched a special new pop-up exhibition composed of 11 banners which are now being used by our members at events
across Scotland.

66 members made specific ‘partnership pledges’ at the SMP AGM. We have recorded all of these and over the coming months will be
emailing them to find out how they have got on, and what support we can offer. 78% of respondents to the AGM feedback survey (n33) said the

Understanding Needs.
Actively consulting

In July the ‘Coffee with Kathy’ campaign was launched, to introduce the SMP’s new Member Services Manager and to actively consult
members. 25 one-to-one meetings with members were held across Scotland including with associates, schools, youth and organisations. The
meetings have focused on learning about members, what their priorities are and their impact in Malawi; communicating support available from

opportunities members in the same areaffield of interest for potential collaboration. There have been ‘Coffee with Kathy' meetings, in, inter alia: Edinburgh,
Perth, Dumfries, Lockerbie, Oban and Airdrie.
We have responded to hundreds of enquiries in this period, offering advice, information and signposting to members, partners and the public.
Of particular note, is the support we have given members to secure a UK visa for their partners to travel to Scotland. For example, in this six
month period we have given support for:
1. The University of Glasgow to host Sharifa Abdulla to undertake a 3-year PhD [ongoing]
2. The BBC to invite the Madalitso Band to the UK [ongoing]

5. Penicuik High School to invite their Malawian partner teachers [successful]
6. Water Witness International to invite their new Malawi Director, Doreen Chanje’s, and part of her induction [successful]
7. Vera Kamtukule, the new MaSP Chief Exec, to visit Scotland [successful]
8. Association of Malawians in Scotland to invite Lawrence Khwisa (aka ‘Lulu’) to visit Scotland for the Independence Day Celebrations

We have also supported members traveling to Malawi to secure the appropriate Malawian visa, issuing letters of support.

Alan Kimmitt of the Church of Scotland said:

“Without the support of SMP and others, but particularly SMP, the visit of our four partners from Chuluchosema would not have been possible.
The SMP's visa service was invaluable and it's highly likely that visas would otherwise not have been granted for some or all of our visitors.
“Because of your help, we had a wonderful partnership visit which has inspired the communities here and in Malawi. The visit has also paved
the way for a possible partnership between the High School here and the Secondary School in Malawi.

“When we speak to our partners about the visa process for Malawians, it's deeply saddening that the UK appears so unwelcoming to them. Your
visa service is a step towards dispelling that feeling. You are doing great work — please keep it up!”

Jane Geddes of Napier University, said:
“l would say that the support we received was of great value. For all of us (the four Malawians and myself as organiser of their stay) the

knowledge that SMP was there to support us through what was a stressful process was very reassuring. Submitting all 4 visa applications at
one time gave us the peace of mind, particularly as the Malawians were very aware of our visa system and potential delays. The SMP office
proved helpful when 3 of 4 visas came through, trying to find the reason why the fourth was delayed. In the event, the outstanding visa led to an
arrival delay of 4 days.

Joanna Davies of Just Dance Orkney said:

“I am currently in the process of helping apply for a visa for my friend in Malawi. Without the support of David and SMP | would not have had a
clue where to start or how to have gone about this. The support | have received so far has been extremely helpful and knowing that they will be
with me to the end of the process is very reassuring as it is not an easy task”

Keith Murphy of Penicuik High School said:

“The support we received from the Scotland Malawi Partnership was absolutely invaluable. One member of staff from our partner school had an
issue with their visa application and without the help of SMP the planned visit to our school would not have taken place. We appreciate how
much time was spent by the Scotland Malawi Partnership in liaising with authorities in South Africa to review the visa application, as | would not
have known where to start with the process. The visa application process for our partners can be difficult and cumbersome and the length of
time it takes can be prohibitive when organising a visit. This is especially so if an issue arises during the process. We really appreciate the
dedication, hardwork and continued support of the Scotland Malawi Partnership in our work and would hope that the process for applying for
visas will become more streamlined as we move forward. Thanks to all the team we had a successful initial visit providing us the opportunity to
meet with our friends and establish our school partnership agreement”

Trudi Sieland of Water Witness International said:

“Thank you for your recent support in obtaining a UK visa for our Malawian colleague, Mrs. Doreen Chanje. We found your service of utmost
help. We only had limited time to make the visa application, and opted for priority service. However, there is no guarantee that visa applications
are processed in the time provided and SMP's advice and actions have given us assurance.

“The SMP has always been one step ahead in contacting the relevant authorities in Lilongwe and Pretoria ensuring our application is processed
in time. The support letters both for the visa application and immigration officials have been a bonus, and the former certainly made an impact
on the application outcome. The visa was granted within the 5 day time frame and we were able to make relevant bookings for our colleague in
time for her travel.

“All in all, we sincerely value the support provided by SMP and look forward to using your services in future.”

Lyndsey Rae of Link Community Development said:

“We found it extremely helpful to have support to navigate the online system, which isn't always very clear, and to know that our visa would be
processed as a priority through our relationship with the Scotland Malawi Partnership. We feel it is important to nurture our links with colleagues
in Malawi, and being able to arrange for them to visit and undertake training for work purposes is very beneficial. Through our colleague’s visit,
we were able to undertake training for him that is essential to his working role, make connections with other organisations and NGOs, and raise
the profile of our valuable work. Thank you very much for all of your help!”




Helen Mein of Glenrothes Church said:

“The service that SMP staff, and you in particular, have provided for the visa applicants with whom | have been involved has been
personal, prompt and persistent. | know that underlying this assistance has been, and continues to be, some very well judged networking
and diplomacy that would have been entirely outwith the capacity [and patience!] of most people. For as long as HMG persists in its
current immigration & visa policy for visitors and study/exchanges etc it is vital that SMP has the capacity to continue to support the visa
application process AND to continue to lobby for a more enlightened policy and a more humane process.”

We have also been supporting Scottish organisations travelling out to Malawi to secure Malawian visas.
Sally Rae of George Watsons College said:

“Since the introduction of the tourist visa in Malawi | have asked the Scotland Malawi Partnership for assistance for my last 4 trips to Malawi.
The help received has been invaluable. It has always been very reassuring having an official letter to explain the purpose of each visit. ”

Heena Quamar of First Aid Africa, said: “/t was a really great opportunity to see the links that everyone else has between Scotland
and Malawi, and a chance to network with other organisations; see where their troubles are and what hurdles they have faced; and
see if we can help them and they can help us.”

The Further and Higher Education Forum met on 20t September and was attended by 26 members. Member updates from the Universities

of Strathclyde, Glasgow, St Andrews, and Stirling included sharing successes, challenges and opportunities. Updates on Commonwealth
Scholarships, the DFID SPHEIR consortium bid, the Scottish Government’s Malawi call, funding, and an opportunity for collaboration through
open discussion and planning was held, followed by networking. A promotional video was made of this meeting, as well as videos of all
seven talks.

Dr Mia Perry of the University of Glasgow, said: “It’s been a great pleasure to be here. It's been very informative and actually
inspiring... I've met a lot of new peaple in the space of two hours: people that | wouldn’t usually have an opportunity to meet from
different universities and different sectors and that's been really, really useful and interesting. It's also been useful to hear about a
longer history of collaboration between Scotland and Malawi... Hearing about the trajectory of partnership in terms of the cultural
integration as well as the addressing of issues has been really interesting and | leave thinking about what we learn from our work in
Malawi as well as what we can contribute and | think that’s really important.”

Carol Clement of the University of Strathclyde, said: “/ really enjoyed today because it's great to hear the diversity of all the work
with Malawi that’s happening across so many Scottish organisations.”

Dr John Kirkland, Deputy Secretary General of the Association of Commonwealth Universities, said: “/ thought today’s meeting
was a great chance to share experiences. | was really pleased with the honesty. People were willing to recognise when things had
gone wrong as well as when things had gone right, and what we can learn from that. What | take back is that there is a great need for
groups like this that bring together in a completely informal way organisations that are absolutely committed to the same aim because
projects come and go but you guys will still be here in ten years’ time and you will be able to build up an awful lot of learning through
that experience.”

Dr Mathildah Chithila, formerly Chief Executive of the National; Council for Higher Education, said: “/ have been so much
inspired because there’s so much that has been discussed that is so fitting for Malawi: the issues that we can do about Malawi; what
can be done about higher education in Malawi; what sort of support, what sort of collaboration that can happen between the Scottish
side and the Malawi side in terms of higher education. So very inspiring.”

The Agriculture and Food Security Meeting we hosted for members on the 3rd August brought together 33 members working in this area. In

advance of this meeting the SMP published 10 videos relating to members’ work in this area to support sharing and networking.

The Schools Forum met on the 314 May, bringing together 41 teachers in Inverness. We published a promotional video from this meeting.

On 8t May the SMP hosted a sustainable energy and sustainable markets round-table meeting. The meeting was scheduled around a visit
to Scotland by Pansi Katenga, the Country Manager of Christian Aid Malawi. The meeting provided a platform for Pansi Katenga to brief
members on Christian Aid Malawi’s work and to engage Scottish organisations working with Malawi around sustainable energy and sustainable
markets. The meeting was attended by 10 members.

All 12 SMP events in this period and 14 partnered events included active networking.

The recent SMP AGM was a great success in this regard. Held at Stewart's Melville College, it was attended by 200+ members, guests and
volunteers who contributed to active networking. There was interactive discussion and active self-reflection against the SMP’s Partnership
Principles. All attendees were asked to find new contacts working in either the same geographic or thematic area. There was time for members
to network standing on a large map of Malawi, to find those working in similar areas. Once new connections between members were made,
these were represented by making a link with ribbon between the two names on a special networking board. From this we then randomly
selected a number of winners, giving away free flights to Malawi and stays in leading lodges.

59 new connections were documented on our networking board — we will be emailing all of these 59 new connections in the coming months
to support these new links.

Feedback and evaluation forms showed that each attendee made an average of three new contacts per person at the AGM.

Feedback from AGM attendees included:

- "An excellent mix of formal business, participants’ voices, and networking!”

- “Format worked well — very interactive, great for networking”.

- “Fun day, great networking’.

- Il'liked most the] networking and hearing peoples’ stories”.

- “Good to meet other people and see what they are doing. It gave me a broader understanding of the range of work done”.
- Tl'liked most the] meeting other people from different organisations and from Malawi — inspirational”.

33 attendees completed the feedback form at the end of the event. 87% of respondents rated the event as “excellent” or “very good”. No one
rated it as “average” or “poor”.

Through this period we had various meetings with DFID and the Scottish Government, inputting to and supporting their respective Malawi
development programme.

We also met with the Department for International Trade, DFID, the Malawi High Commission and Scottish MPs, to discuss SMP members’
concerns about the impact of Brexit on Malawi-UK trade, securing strong assurances from the UK Government.

We met CDC (Commonwealth Development Corporation) and met with Scottish MPs to discuss CDC’s work with Malawi — supporting
sustainable and ethical investments in Malawi, especially the new ‘Impact Accelerator’ programme which supports smaller investments with
clear human development impact benefits.

We briefed Scottish MPs on our members’ concerns regarding the way in which UK visas are issued for Malawians invited to Scotland. The
Westminster Hall debate had 21 references to visa issues from Scottish MPs, raised by representatives of every Scottish political party in
Westminster. Responding for the UK Government, the Minister of State for Africa said: “.../ think we can do more on visas. Progress has been

We briefed Scottish MPs on our members’ concerns regarding the UK-Malawi double taxation treaty. The Westminster Hall debate had 23
references to the treaty, raised by representatives of every Scottish political party in Westminster. Subsequent to the debate the SMP met with
FCO officials who have been tasked with re-energising talks to update the treaty.
In the June UK snap general election, the SMP represented Malawi links and our key areas of concern with each of the parties. The SNP
manifesto included a direct commitment to “continue to call for the UK government to renegotiate a new, fair tax treaty with Malawi.” We
supported further cross party manifest commitments to: 0.7% of GNI for ODA, maintaining the definition of aid, the UN SDGs, the work of DFID,
partnership working, the Commonwealth, engaging civil society in ODA, trade, tax justice, internationalism, global health, climate and the
environment, gender, human rights, governance, research, migration, vaccination and slavery.
We have been in dialogue with the Minister of State for Africa since the Westminster Hall debate to further encourage and support an
approach to international development which brings together governmental and non-governmental efforts in active synergy.
